Any skater who wishes to skate above their age level must present their individual case to the Age Level Director. The Director will then contact former coaches, etc., and then bring the request and the information gathered to the SFYHA Board.   Board members will assist Age level director in making the final decision. 
Guidelines 1-3 must be applied for prior to registration. Guidelines 4 must be applied 
for at least 14 (fourteen) days prior to the pre-skate/tryout sessions  for the particular level requested.

REQUEST TO MOVE UP WITH AGE LEVEL – GUIDELINES

Guidelines 1 -3 must be applied for prior to registration. Guideline 4 must be applied for at least 14 (fourteen) days prior to the grading session for the particular level requested.
	1. The skater is moving up with their school mates / grade level: 


This will happen because of the age / date change or because a skater may have started school early. If a skater decides to move up with their classmates they will play where their abilities allow. There will be no moving back. The decision to allow this must be made with the best interest of the skater in mind.  For this to happen, move up will depend on age level numbers.
	2. The skater is extremely talented and the present age level may not pose a challenge: 


This will apply to the traveling program only. The intent here is to try to do whatever is best, not only for the skater but also the other skaters involved.  They must be able to skate on the “A” team of the next level. The Age Director will communicate with the “A” coaches to assure that the skater(s) are treated fairly. If they do not make the “A” team of the higher level, they will then be placed accordingly per their tryout scores
	3. There is room at an older age level and skaters are needed to fill a team: 


This applies to all levels of play. Players can only move up a level, NOT down.
	4. There is room at an older age level and skaters are needed to fill a team - “C” level 
permission to grade only: 


This guideline applies to “C” level players only. It does NOT give the player permission to move up an age level. It give the player who believes that he/she can play at a higher age level the opportunity to grade at that level. This is not a guarantee to play at the level requested. The player must grade at a median or higher score at the older level in order to remain and play at that level. If the player fails to grade at the designated score, they must return to the level that their age dictates.  A player will be only allowed to move back to their age group if there are more players trying out then there are positions available at the “C” level.
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
