	Presidents Report (Bill Karas)
	· July minutes approved.  Motion by Bill, 2nd by Anne.  Passed by Board
· Bill provided the rules for ‘residency’ to Kristi to have
· Question about waivers and how long they are good for when attending school in a different district:

· A waiver for a skater attending a different school district is good for as long as that student is in that school (district)

· Bill spoke with the Anoka Hennepin District 11 administration regarding open enrollment.  At this time, Anoka Hennepin is “open” for open enrollment for elementary schools depending on the school.  For Middle school and High school, at this time are closed for open enrollment.  Andover Middle and High School are full/closed. This means if a student who is open enrolled into an elementary school ‘may not’ be able to attend that school’s corresponding middle and/or high school.  Example: student attending Andover elementary may not be automatically enrolled into Andover Middle School and/or High school.  Anoka Hennepin would only have to offer, by law, a spot in a middle school or high school within their district.  If this situation occurred this school year, the student would be offered a place in Chaplin Park.

· If skating in an association without proper waivers, the skater could be suspended.  Parents could be suspended from games. And the other association could face penalties.

· Tim Timm, District 10 Youth Hockey President, is willing to speak at one of future association meetings if we desire.

· U12 numbers are the same as last month’s meeting.  8 last time we spoke and 8 this time.  These are all U12 age eligible.  There are possible 2 more, which would total 10, with one additional skater still in decision.

· Andover goalie situation is now non-existent.  The 3rd Andover goalie now wants to skate.

· Per Bill, there are Anoka goalies looking for a home.  Bill told Anoka they are welcome at SF.

· Parents are concerned about the lack of commitment and that if we get any later into the summer and/or early fall, there will not be an option for our skaters if the numbers are not confirmed.

· Joel’s comment – skaters MUST sign up on the on-line registration or walk in dates so we can get a final count and make the next step. If this is NOT done, we cannot move forward with knowing what our final numbers and situations are.  We will also place an ad in the paper requesting a goalie for this age level.  There may be an option for free or reduced ice fees for a U12 goalie.  If we have 11 skaters and a goalie, we would hold a try-out for two spots with U10 skaters.  This subject MUST be finalized no later than Sept 7th with a final YES or NO on the subject.

· SKATERS MUST SIGN UP WITH OUR ASSOCIATION even if they skate elsewhere this season.  This will aid in our number evaluations.  PLEASE SIGN UP.

· Coaches are still wanted – please apply if interested!
